Throughout my investigations, the idea of energy and
growth seems consistently to be connected with the
spiral. lts form presents a curious analogy with theories
of the constitution of matter, an expression naturally
assumed both in growth in living organisms and by
energy in lifeless things, such as the nebulae.

I design with glass - | think of it as infinitely malleable;
colour, structure and space combine to create a unique
presence, the lusciousness of colour in its thick and
thin varieties. Flat and opaque to keep the eye on the
surface, or translucent and airy to suggest space - |
am interested not only in finding solutions to technical
and aesthetic problems, but also in exploring the
emotional effect of light within a unified design concept.

Marcus Dillon’s work encompasses colour, form and
rhythm - depth in the composition of the design.

Marcus Dillon

Dillon’s works begin with the manufacture of cane and
involves the layering of several different bubbles of
colour over one another. This rectanglar brick of molten
glass is then stretched out to a length of approximately
two metres.

Once cold the glass is then cut cross-sectionally using
a diamond saw -the resulting tiles are then arranged
side by side (a technique referred to as murrine) to
depict the final patterning. Upon reheating the murrine
tiles are rolled up and blown into a cylinder their final
shapes and forms.

Lastly the glass is cold worked and wheelcut - polished,
sandblasted then acid etched - resulting in the play
of light - where some areas the transparency casts
stunning shadowswhilst in others the light is captured
and emits a warm glow.
